Any goods returned in a damaged condition will remain on hire for a further period of 14 days after the return date to en-
able us to carry out repairs. Any equipment damaged, non-functional, broken, lost, stolen or totally written off will remain
on hire until its insurance value or repair costs are paid in full, either by the client or his insurer. Note * see insurance
value below.
